Toxic chemical discovered

CHARLESTON, W.Va. (AP) — Thousands
of West Virginia and Ohio residents have elevat-
ed levels of a chemical used to make the nonstick
coating Teflon, according to preliminary data
from a study.

In 2005, DuPont agreed to fund health screen-
ings for up to 70,000 residents who claimed
releases of the chemical C8 from the Washington
Works plant near Parkersburg had contaminated
public and private wells.

Some studies estimate that 90 percent of U.S.
residents have an average. 5 parts per billion of
C8 in their blood. Data released last week
involving about 24,000 residents in communities
around the plant show an average of 28 parts per
billion.

‘‘These folks are not like what you find around
America,”” said Alan Ducatman, a West Virginia
University researcher and principal investigator
for the C8 Health Project.

An earlier study reviewed blood samples from
378 residents of the Little Hocking Water
Association in Washington County, Ohio.

DuPont has used C8 for more than 50 years in
making nonstick and stain- and water-resistant
coatings for cookware, carpets and other prod-
ucts.

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency
considers C8 a likely carcinogen.

DuPont plans to phase out use of C8 —
ammonium perfluorooctanoate — by 2015.

Making the Pile

To build a new pile of compost, start with a three
inch layer of soil topped by six inches of organic
materials. Add a cup or two of manure or garden
fertilizer on top of the organic layer to activate
composting, and water lightly in between all layers.
Repeat the layers of soll. organic materials, and
activator until you have a pile some four feet tall

Although it is a little more work, if you prefer, you
can simply add all the materials all at once and mix
the pile well, then let nature take its course.

Managing and Troubleshooting
Depending on how often you manage the pile,
compost can be ready in anywhere from a month
to a couple of years. Chopped, properly mixed, and
appropriately moist materials compost at a faster
rate than undisturbed piles that are excessively wet
or dry and that contain larger materials.

Heat is a key factor in decomposition and occurs
most effectively when the temperature inside the
pile Is somewhere between 104 and 130 degrees
Fahrenheit. However. it takes temperatures of
around 150 degrees to Kill harmful pathogens and
weeds so. ideally. you will want the pile to reach
higher temperatures at first, then gradually returr
10 more moderate levels. Your local garden center

Contents

To properly decompose, a good compost pile
contains a ratio of approximately 25 parts brown,
carbon-rich materials such s leaves to one part
green, nitrogen-rich items such as vegetable
scraps. Whatever you use, keep in mind that
chopping or shredding the materials will help
them compost faster.

Outside the home, callect things like grass clippings.
leaves, disease-free garden piants, pine needles, tree:
limbs, and straw or hay that is no longer suitable for
feed. Large animal manure s also good for compost
as it contains both nitrogen and microbes.

In the kitchen, collect items for o more than a
few Oays at a time in a pail with a lid to discourage
insects from gathering. Kitchen refuse suitable for
composting includes fruit and vegetable peelings,
tea bags, coffee grounds, and broken up eggshells.
Even table scraps can be added, but avoid meats or
ather leftovers covered in sauces or dressings that
may attract animals.

Keep the pile as moist as a squeezed-out sponge:
soak the pile with water or add wet organic materials
when it becomes too dry. If your pile is too wet and
develops an odor, add some dry materials and stir
to agrate the contents; a few broken-up limbs can
be especially helpful in aerating a pile. Stir and
acrate the pile ifit reaches temperatures exceeding
160 degrees; if its temperature drops below 104
degrees, stir in more organic materials to reactivate
the microbial activity and bring the temperature
back up to par.

Using the Compost

When the compost s ready, turn it into the garden soil
before planting or use it as a muiching top layer. The
beatty of composting is that it can become a regular
element of your gardening practices, an ongoing
process that will continually recyclg waste around
the home, while alleviating strain on the landfil and
enhancing your growing efforts. @
