Youth Representative (YR) Guidelines:


What is a Youth Representative?

· A Youth Representative is a youth chosen to represent the youth of his/her country and the youth of iEARN’s international community.

What are the duties of a Youth Representative?

· The Youth Representative must be an active participant within the iEARN forums and projects.


· The YR should participate in the iEARN forums at least three times a week/have Internet access at least three times a week.


· The YR should have access to the iEARN forums.


· The YR must gather opinions of the iEARN Local Youth Representative and iEARN youth in general.


· And then present these ideas and opinions to the iEARN assembly.


· The YR must be able to travel to an annual iEARN conference host country (if there is a scholarship available).


· The YR should be active in the iEARN assembly discussion forums and the Youth Forum.


· The Youth Representative will be expected to serve a period of 2 years, with no re-election.


· The Youth Representative must present/have an action plan that he/she will try to carry out during acting as a youth representative.

· If the Youth Representative decides to leave his/her position before the end of his/her term, there will be a re-election or a temporary youth representative will be appointed till the next elections take place.  


 What are the criteria for a Youth Representative?


· The Youth Representative must represent the ideas, needs and opinions of the youth of his/her country and of all iEARN youth.

· The Youth Representative must know how to read and write in English, in order to communicate well with most of the iEARN students. 

· The nominee must have some experience with iEARN projects.  The nominee should have at least one-year experience with iEARN projects.  So that he/she can give opinion and help about different issues related to youth participation.

· The Youth Representative must inform the youth of iEARN about decisions and ideas of the iEARN assembly.


· The YR must work with the LYR’s.


· The YR should be an active student in High School or University, 14-24 years age.


What is the iEARN Assembly?

· The iEARN Assembly is a body made up of various iEARN country coordinators. The Assembly is in charge of making decisions within iEARN. (i.e. they vote on the host country for iEARN international conference…) 

Who are LYR’s?

· LYR stands for Local Youth Representative.  Which means that there are iEARN youth representing each iEARN country. These local representatives work with the international Youth Representative.

What are the Criteria for Nominating a Youth Representative?

· The person who nominates must send a 1-2 paragraph description of the youth he/she is nominating. 


· The paragraphs’ must discuss reasons why you are nominating the individual? Who they are?  What they have done? 


· Also share with us the person’s name, age, email, telephone number, or any other methods by which they can be contacted.  


· Please post/send your nominations to youthsummit@us.iearn.org, with the name of the nominee you wish you to nominate.  

· The nominations should be sent to the youth summit forum. 

· After the nominations, a ballot will be posted with the nominee’s names.

· After this, iEARNer’s can vote for the candidate’s that they prefer.
· The person nominated must know how to read and speak English.

· IEARNers of all ages are allowed to nominate.

What are the criteria for voting?
· The nomination process will last 60 days.  The nominations will take place, beginning of February to the end of March 2006. Since some schools are on vacation we have extended the nomination timeline.  The nomination process will then be followed by the elections.

· Elections: March 31 -- April 29, 2006.  The Youth Representative will be expected to serve a period of two years.

 
· Voters must vote and must include their name, country, and their title (teacher, student)

· In order for your vote to be accepted you must send your vote to
the current Youth Representative.

· IEARNers 6-24 years of age are allowed to vote.


· Only one vote per person is permitted.


· You must submit your vote by February 3, 2006.  And no later then March 31, 2006.


How is the voting process carried out?

· Votes will be put into a ballot.  The votes will then be selected under an election process.

· The voting will be supervised by the previous Youth Representative.  If the previous youth representative cannot supervise the votes, the voting will be supervised by iEARN’s Executive Council.


· A Youth Representative is declared winner if he/she received votes that reflect iEARN diversity’.  Which means that votes must not only come from the nominee’s country, but also from other participating iEARN countries.
